2. Pool 25 m, 6 lanes.

3. Organiser: Anykščiai physical education and sports center.
4. Registration must be done before February 23, 2018, 16:00 p.m. by e-mail: anyksciaiswimmingfestival@gmail.com. After registration by e-mail invitation to fill technical entry will be sent. 
5. Technical entry must be sent untill March 1st. 2018,  at 17.00 p.m.
6. Deadline for changes  is  March 5 2018,  at 17.00 pm
7. Starts/number of starts for each participant is unlimited 
8. Entry form must be filled by using  program „Entry Editor“.
9. Filled entries must be sent by e-mail to: anyksciaiswimmingfestival@gmail.com, by writting name of the team as file‘s title which suits swimrankings.net system code. 
10. Teams have to send their best results of the year in technical entry (since September 1 st 2017, till March 5 2018). 
11. Competition start fee – 3 Eur 
12. Al entries must be sent only by e-mail: anyksciaiswimmingfestival@gmail.com 
13. Entries sent after deadline will be rejected. 
14. Entry is accepted after you get the answer. 
15. The competition will be organised according FINA and  Lithuanian swimming federation requirement.
16. For all races the one START rule is applied 
17. Head of each team is responsible for health status of the team.
18.  The meet organisation carries no responsibility for injury, theft or damage of any kind.
19. General pool rules are valid during the competition.
20. All the expences (accomodation, trip) are covered by competitors or sending organisation

22. Prizes:
1 st place winners of each event will be awarded with medals, diplomas and prizes, prizewinners will be awarded with medals and diplomas. 
A cup and prize will be given to the six best swimmers (3 girls and 3 boys) achieving the highest number of points in 3 best individuals events- according to FINA short course point table. If swimmers will get the same amount of FINA points, the winners will be nominated by the medals which athlete achieved during the championship.
23. All prizes have to be taken personally at the presentation ceremony, otherwise they lapse in favour of the organization.
